FOR TEST SITES: To be approved, a testing site must have all the materials listed for Testing Sites. Please refer to the
following list for equipment and supplies needed by the test site or brought to the site with the RN Test Observer.

FOR RN TEST OBSERVERS: Your role is crucial. To be certified and remain active, you are responsible for checking test sites
before starting each test event. Your task is to ensure that the test site equipment listed herein is available and in good
working order. If not, you will report missing or inoperable test site equipment by listing it under the test irregularities in
the test event before submitting your test event observations for scoring. You will carry at least the minimum
equipment/supplies listed on the Additional Equipment Normally Provided by RN Observers to each test event you choose

to oversee.
